• Click Build a List in right panel 
• Expand Company> Under US Metropolitan Area>Select Chicago 
• Expand Industry, scroll to Business Services>Select Public Relations 
• Click retrieve results 

Read today’s Wall St. Journal/Money & Investing section 
• Databases> Factiva 
• Click on News Pages tab on top of page 
• Wall St. Journal is first newspaper in list 
• Use the drop down menus to select date and section of the paper 

Guides>Company Information – The Basics, find a SWOT 
analysis 

• The Company Overview section indicates that SWOT analyses are 
found in Marketline 

• Go to Databases>M>Marketline 
• In the search bar, type Home Depot 
• In the left menu bar of the company report, click on SWOT analysis 

Mintel database – find report on Hispanics’ spending 
• Databases>M>Mintel 
• First time users need to register to get full access to reports 
• In upper right search bar, type Hispanic Spending 
• First report in retrieved results – “Hispanic Shopping and Spending 

Patterns – US – February 2008” contains key findings and insights on 
Hispanic spending patterns
